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Chapter 2: About the Printer

This chapter describes how to identify and access the components of the 
CR805 Retransfer Card Printer.

About the CR805 Retransfer Card Printer
The CR805 Retransfer Card Printer uses retransfer technology to produce high-quality, over-the-
edge printing on a variety of PVC and non-PVC card materials. The retransfer process provides a 
reliable print quality on card surfaces that have minor variations, such as those due to smart chips 
or RFID antennas embedded in the card.

The retransfer printing process uses two types of supply: a color pigment ink ribbon and a 
retransfer film. Heat from a thermal printhead causes the ink pigment to release from the ribbon 
and adhere to the retransfer material. The film is then bonded to the card using a heat and 
pressure process that also applies the film to the edges of the card. The printer also has the ability 
to apply two layers of the retransfer film on the front side or on both sides of a card, for added 
durability.

The printer supports several types of color ink ribbon. The ribbon typically contains the following 
panels: cyan, magenta, yellow, black, and primer (CMYKP). Ink ribbons also may include an 
inhibitor panel that prevents any ink or retransfer material from being applied to areas of the card 
that have a magnetic stripe or signature panel, or an ultraviolet fluorescent (F) panel. 

Primerless ribbons, or ribbons without a primer (P) panel (CMYK and CMYK-K), also are available 
for the CR805 card printer. These ribbons do not support cards with a magnetic stripe or signature 
panel, and can be used only with specific card types.

Refer to the printer’s Installation and Administrator’s Guide for information about how to use the 
ink ribbons in your card design, and a list of the ribbons available for the printer.

The printer prints at a resolution of 600 x 600 dpi. It can print on one side or both sides of the 
card. It also can encode data on a magnetic stripe or a smart card chip. Magnetic stripe and 
contact or contactless smart card capabilities are optional.

A 125-card input and 25-card output hopper are standard. An optional 125-card output hopper is 
available and can be installed without tools on single-hopper printers. An optional multi-hopper 
with six input hoppers, each with a 125-card capacity, also is available. In addition, an optional 
upgrade kit allows you to install a Wi-Fi Dongle in the printer.
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An optional laminator also is available when you purchase your printer, or as a field upgrade 
(refer to Appendix A: "CR805 Card Printer with Inline Lamination”).

An optional tactile impression module (TIM) can be mounted on the back of some printers and 
can impress on the front or back of a card. Refer to the tactile impression module documentation 
for complete information.

Refer to “Printer Configuration Label” on page 13 for more information about identifying the 
factory-installed options in the printer.

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Chapter 3: Using the Printer

This chapter describes how to perform the basic tasks required to 
operate the printer.

Printer Overview
The CR805 Retransfer Card Printer is used with other equipment and software to create a card 
personalization system. The system produces cards for a specific purpose, and the cards must 
meet defined requirements.

Equipment
The system can include:

 A PC, with software to support the printer, such as:

 The XPS Card Printer Driver for Windows.

 ID software designed specifically to capture, format, and save the data for cards, such as 
Entrust Instant ID™ (formerly TruCredential™) software.

 A retail application, such as Microsoft Word.

 Adaptive Issuance™ Capture devices (optional), such as:

 A digital camera connected to the PC to take photos.

 A signature capture pad, fingerprint reader, or PIN pad.

 The printer with supplies and a facility power source.

 A data connection between the printer and PC, which can be a USB connection or a network 
connection. (You cannot use both with one printer.)
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Tasks and Users
Typical roles in a card personalization system include:

 The operator, who makes cards, loads supplies, and handles minor problems such as card 
jams.

 The system administrator, who sets up the card printer and other hardware, sets up card 
designs, configures card production software, and identifies the best use of the card printer 
in the organization

Secure Encryption
Secure encryption means that all data entered is converted into a secure form of code by your 
software application before it is sent to the system. The printer decrypts the code and sends the 
data to the magnetic stripe or smart card chip on the card.

The printer uses TLS 1.2 encryption for maximum security. Refer to the printer’s Installation and 
Administrator’s Guide for complete information about using secure printing.
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Use the Front Panel
The front panel of the printer provides the controls you need to operate the system. The front 
panel controls are described in detail in the following sections.

                                                            

Power Button
Press the POWER button for 1 to 2 seconds to power on the printer. All lights show steady amber 
while the printer powers on.

To power off the printer, press the POWER button for 1 to 2 seconds until the printer begins to shut 
down.

To power off the system while processing cards, press the button for 2 or more seconds. Card jobs 
in the printer do not complete and are sent to the reject tray. 

Down Arrow, Up Arrow, and Enter Key
Use the arrow keys to move through the printer menu system, and the ENTER key to make a 
selection. 

Press the up or down arrow key while the LCD panel displays Ready to display additional 
information about the printer on line 2, including the firmware version, printer model, serial 
number, IP address, and supply part numbers. If the system includes a laminator, the laminator 
firmware version and laminator serial number also display. If you do not press a key for 30 
seconds, the LCD panel returns to the default Ready message. 

                                                  

We recommend that you do not unplug the printer power cord to power off the 
printer.

When you use the arrow keys to view the printer IP address, only the IPv4 address 
displays. To see the IPv6 addresses available to the printer, you must use the LCD

Press the USER button to suspend the printer. Then, press ENTER to enter the menu system. Use 
the arrow keys to move through the menus, and press ENTER to make a selection. The menu 
system has four major branches:

 Use the Maintenance menu to run a cleaning card, print a test card, or reset the locks on a 
system with locks.

 Use the Status menu to see settings and data about the printer. 

 Use the Configuration menu to change settings. 

 Use the Activate menu to enable or disable the printer. 

HINTS & TIPS

 You can access the menu system when Ready displays on line 1 of the LCD panel. 

 The printer returns to the Ready status after 2 minutes of no activity. Changes that have not 
been applied are lost. 

 To leave a selection without changing the value, press the up or down arrow key until Exit 
displays, and then press ENTER. 

Retrieve the Printer’s Network IP Address
You must know the printer IP address to perform some tasks. For example, the XPS Card Printer 
Driver asks you to enter the network IP address during installation. You also use the IP address 
when launching Printer Manager, the printer’s web interface, from a browser window. 

To display the IP address, you can do one of the following:

 Press the up or down arrow key while the printer displays Ready. Refer to “Down Arrow, Up 
Arrow, and Enter Key” on page 19.

 Use the LCD menu system Status menu. 

The Activate menu is used only during installation or removal of financial systems 
that require activation.

If the printer is configured to use a static IP address, the printer’s front panel displays 
the address even when the printer is not connected to a network. In addition, the LCD 
displays a “+” if the network is active, or a “-” if the network is inactive, as a prefix to 
the static IP address.
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The printer supports both IPv4 and IPv6 addressing. Because an IPv6 address is much longer than 
an IPv4 address, the LCD displays the two types of addresses differently.

Retrieve an IPv4 Address

Do the following to display an IPv4 address using the Status menu. You also can display the 
subnet mask, gateway address, and MAC address, if necessary.

Begin with the printer power connected, and the printer connected to the network.

1. Press the POWER button to power on the printer, if necessary.

2. Access the Status menu in the LCD menu:

a. Press the USER button to suspend the printer. 

b. Press ENTER to enter the menu system. 

c. Press the down arrow to display Status on line 2. 

d. Press ENTER to enter the Status menu. 

e. Press the down arrow until Network IPv4 displays 
on line 2. 

f. Press ENTER to display the Network IPv4 menu. 

3. Press the down arrow until IP Address displays on line 2. 
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4. Press ENTER to display the IP address. Record the IP address. 

5. Press ENTER to return to the Network IPv4 menu. Subnet Mask 
displays on line 2. 

6. Press ENTER to display the subnet mask. Record it, if necessary.

7. Press ENTER to return to the Network IPv4 menu. Gateway 
Address displays on line 2. 

8. Press ENTER to display the gateway address. Record it, if 
necessary. 

9. Press ENTER to return to the Network IPv4 menu.

10. Press the down arrow to scroll to Exit on line 2.

11. Press ENTER. Then, press the USER button to return the printer 
to Ready. The USER button glows green.   

Retrieve an IPv6 Address

A printer on an IPv6 network can be configured to use one or more of the following methods, 
depending on how the network is set up:

 Link Local IPv6 address: The printer and PC clients are restricted to the same subnet. Link 
local is enabled automatically when IPv6 is enabled and offers the best security for your 
network.

 DHCPv6: A DHCPv6 server is externally configured to give out an IPv6 address.

 Stateless Address AutoConfiguration (SLAAC): One or more routers with IPv6 enabled on the 
subnet give out a subnet prefix that allows access to IP addresses.

 Manual IPv6 Address: The printer has a designated IPv6 address on a specified subnet. The 
address does not change without manual intervention. This is similar to an IPv4 static IP 
address.
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The method used is enabled or disabled using the LCD Configuration menu. Refer to the printer’s 
Installation and Administrator’s Guide for more information about enabling IPv6.

To display an IPv6 address using the Status menu, do the following.

Begin with the printer power connected, and the printer connected to the network.

1. Press the POWER button (if needed) to power on the printer.

2. Access the Status menu in the LCD menu:

a. Press the USER button to suspend the printer. 

b. Press ENTER to enter the menu system. 

c. Press the down arrow to display Status on line 2. 

d. Press ENTER to enter the Status menu.

An IPv6 address is represented as eight groups of four 
hexadecimal digits separated by colons.

Do the following to select the color mode.

Load Cards

exception slot, keep a supply of blank cards available.

 Handle cards by the edges only, or wear card inspection gloves approved by Entrust.

You also should replace the cleaning sleeve if you notice debris on the printed cards or if 
the cleaning sleeve is no longer sticky.

Chapter 4: Print Cards

This chapter provides an overview of how to use application software to 
prepare card designs and send card data to the printer.

Before You Begin
Before you start to print cards, make sure that you have met the following requirements:

 Cards are loaded in the printer, or available to insert.

 Ink ribbon and retransfer film are loaded. Refer to “Replace the Ink Ribbon” on page 34 and 
“Replace the Retransfer Film” on page 39. If your system includes the optional laminator, 
refer to Appendix A: "CR805 Card Printer with Inline Lamination” for information about 
preparing the laminator.

 The card design is set up. If you need to set up or modify the design, refer to “Elements of 
Card Design” in the printer’s Installation and Administrator’s Guide, and the documentation 
for your card personalization software.

You can use card personalization software, such as Instant ID software, to create and print card 
designs. The software handles the types of information used on cards and sends it to the printer. 
If you do not use ID software, you can use a retail PC application, such as Microsoft Word, with 
the XPS Card Printer Driver, to design and print the cards. With any application, make sure that 
you test each card design to verify that it is printing correctly and meets your requirements.

You also can:

 Print a test card directly from the printer. Refer to “Print a Test Card” on page 28.

 Print a driver sample card. Refer to “Print a Driver Sample Card” in the XPS Card Printer Driver

Print Cards from ID Software

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Clean the Printer
The cleaning sleeve removes dust and particles from cards before they enter the printer. 
However, you also need to clean the inside of the printer regularly to maintain print quality. The 
cleaning cards remove debris from the inside of the printer and from the transport rollers.

Two different cleaning cards are available to clean the printer: 

 A double-sided, isopropanol cleaning card. An isopropanol cleaning card is included in each 
ink ribbon package. 

 A double-sided, adhesive cleaning card that removes particles that result from the retransfer 
process. Use the card if you notice diminished print quality, such as a repeating pattern of 
spots on the card. Refer to “Print quality concerns” on page 75 for additional print quality 
information. 

Clean the printer: 

 Each time you install a new ink ribbon. Refer to “Replace the Ink Ribbon” on page 34. Use the 
isopropanol cleaning card.

 If you notice particles on completed cards, or if print quality diminishes. Use the adhesive 
cleaning card.

You might need to run a cleaning card more often depending on your environment. 

Keep additional cleaning supplies on hand to clean the printer when needed. Refer to the 
printer’s Installation and Administrator’s Guide to order additional cleaning supplies.

If the printer is located in a dusty environment and will be stored for a long period of 
time (for example, several months), turn off the printer and cover it with the plastic 
shipping bag to keep dust and other debris out of the printer.

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Locate a Problem Within the Card Production 
System

For typical components of the system, refer to “Printer Overview” on page 17. If any one of the 
following components does not work properly, printing cards can be affected.

 The XPS Card Printer Driver

If you need to reinstall the Card Printer Driver to fix a problem, we recommend you 
download the latest version of the driver from https://www.entrustdatacard.com. Click the 
Menu icon and select Resource Center > Drivers & Downloads. Click Go Now. Enter your 
printer model in the Enter product name or number field, and click Go.

 Card production software

Card production software formats the types of data used to print cards. Make sure that the 
card production software features you use work with your printer.

If you do not use card production software, make sure that the software you use supports 
the requirements for creating cards. If you use magnetic stripe data, use an application that 
saves text as text and not as a graphic. (For example, Microsoft Paint only saves graphic data, 
but Adobe Photoshop saves both graphic and text data.) Card Printer Driver fonts and 
escapes require that text is sent from the application as text.

 Other components of the system

An ID or badge system usually includes a camera to take photos, and may include other 
capture devices for biometric data. The proper use and maintenance of these components is 
important to the quality of cards you produce.
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Locate a Problem with Basic Printer Functions
If the system is not working as expected, follow these steps in the order listed to isolate the 
source of the problem before you contact your service provider.

1. Make sure that the power cord is plugged in and the printer is powered on. 

2. Does the printer power on and display Ready on the front panel within one minute?

 If the printer powers on correctly, continue to step 3.

 If the printer powers on, but Improper Shutdown displays on the LCD panel, press the 
USER button for approximately two seconds. Ready should display.

 If the printer powers on but does not display Ready, the printer is not working properly. 
Request service for the printer.

 If the printer does not power on, make sure that the printer power supply is working 
properly. A light on the power supply indicates that it is functioning.

 If the power supply is working properly, request service for the printer from your 
system administrator.

 If the power supply is not functioning, replace it and begin with step 1.

3. Print a test card. Refer to “Print a Test Card” on page 28 for more information. 

 If the test card prints, the printer is working correctly. Continue to step 4.

 If the test card does not print, the printer is not working correctly. Request service for the 
printer.

4. Connect the printer data cable, if necessary. Make sure that you use the same type of cable 
(USB or network) used when the printer was installed.

5. If you use the XPS Card Printer Driver, print a driver sample card. For the steps to follow, refer 
to the XPS Card Printer Driver User’s Guide.

 If the sample card prints, the printer and driver are communicating correctly. Continue to 
step 6.

 If the sample card does not print, the printer and driver have a communication problem. 
Determine the cause of the problem and try the sample card again.

If you do not use the Card Printer Driver, ask your service provider or software provider for 
assistance.
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6. Print a card using your card production software.

 If the card prints, your software is working successfully with the printer. Troubleshoot the 
card design, if necessary.

 If the card does not print, check the following:

 Is the correct printer selected in the Print Setup or Print dialog box of the 
application?

 If the printer produced a blank card, review the page size or other settings.

If the card causes an error, the card might have a type of data the printer does not 
support.

c. Turn the take-up spool clockwise to remove slack 
from the material (e). The overlay material loads 
in an S-shape.

Make sure that the overlay material is between 
the guides on both the take-up and supply sides 
of the cartridge.

6. Close the laminator cartridge gate (f). Push it in 
until the latch clicks in place (g). Make sure that the 
overlay material is not pinched by the cartridge 
gate. 

7. Replace the loaded laminator cartridge in the 
printer. 

8. Remove the L2 (orange) cartridge, if installed, from 
the laminator.

9. Repeat steps 3 through 7 to load the overlay onto 
the L2 cartridge.

10. Close and lock the laminator access door.
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Card Design
Set up your card design using your card production software or another application, such as 
Microsoft Word. You can specify your lamination preferences using the Card Printer Driver. Your 
card production software also may provide lamination settings.

The Card Printer Driver allows you to specify both printer and lamination preferences. Refer to 
the XPS Card Printer Driver User’s Guide for complete information about setting up printing 
preferences and lamination options.

 If the printer has one laminator, you can apply the overlay material to one or both sides of 
the card. 

 If the printer has two laminators using different overlay materials, the quickest way to 
process a card is to apply the overlay in L1 to the front of the card and the overlay in L2 to the 
back of the card.

You can fine-tune the settings that control the application of the overlay using Printer Manager. 
Refer to the printer’s Installation and Administrator’s Guide for information about using Printer 
Manager.

Verify Setup
After you set up the printer, print several test cards to determine how well the laminator applies 
material to the card. You can print test cards from the Card Printer Driver (refer to the XPS Card 
Printer Driver User’s Guide) or from the printer LCD panel (refer to “Print a Test Card” on 
page 28). You may need to print multiple test cards to make sure that the overlay is positioned 
correctly. The card stock, the card design, and the printer’s environment all can affect the 
appearance of cards.

When evaluating a card, make sure that:

 The overlays are being applied properly:

 Each overlay is applied completely to the card.

 The material adheres well to the edges of the card.

 The overlay does not come off when the card is bent or twisted.

 The card is debowed correctly.

 The impression is positioned correctly and has the proper depth.

If you need to make adjustments to the laminator or overlay settings, refer to the “Printer 
Manager” section of the printer’s Installation and Administrator’s Guide. 
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Empty the Laminator Reject Tray
Unfinished cards, or cards that were not processed properly, are placed in the laminator reject 
tray. 

1. Unlock and open the laminator access door. 

2. Press the reject tray release button to open the 
laminator reject tray. (Refer to “Inside the Laminator” on 
page A-4.)

3. Remove the rejected cards from the reject tray.

4. Close the reject tray.

5. Close and lock the laminator access door.

Clear a Laminator Card Jam
1. Unlock and open the laminator access door.

2. Remove the L1 and L2 (if installed) 
laminator cartridges. 

3. Turn the manual advance knobs inside of 
the laminator until the card is accessible.

4. Remove the card.

5. Replace the laminator cartridges.

6. Close and lock the laminator access door.

The printer reject tray is not used when the laminator is present. Rejected cards are 
always placed in the laminator reject tray. 
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Clean the Laminator
Clean the laminator when at least one laminator cartridge is loaded with holographic overlay 
material and any of the following are true:

 Particles appear on the laminated cards.

 Particles are visible inside the laminator.

For examples of problems that require laminator cleaning, refer to “Laminator Troubleshooting” 
on page 80. 

1. Unlock and open the laminator access door.

2. Remove the L1 and L2 laminator cartridges. 

3. Remove any printed cards from the output hopper. 

4. Peel off the center strips from both sides of the adhesive cleaning card. Leave the side strips 
in place. 

This procedure uses the double-sided, adhesive cleaning card to remove 
holographic overlay particles from the laminator. When you clean the system using 
either the isopropanol or adhesive cleaning cards, the card also moves into the 
laminator and cleans the laminator rollers, the card entry area, and the impresser 
exit rollers. This is sufficient if you are not using holographic overlay. Refer to “Clean 
the Printer” on page 49.

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5. Insert the cleaning card under the rollers of 
the card exit slot of the laminator. When it is in 
the correct location and pushed in far enough, 
the card stays in place. 

If the cleaning card appears bowed, insert it as 
shown. 

6. Use the LCD menu system to start the cleaning cycle.

a. Begin when the printer displays Ready and the USER button 
shows steady green. Press the USER button. 

Suspended displays on line 1 of the LCD panel.

b. Press ENTER to enter the menu system.  

c. Maintenance displays on line 2 of the LCD panel. Press ENTER 
to enter the Maintenance menu. 

d. Cleaning Card displays on line 2 of the LCD panel. Press 
ENTER to enter the Cleaning Card menu. 

e. Printer displays on line 2 of the LCD panel. Press the down 
arrow. 

f. Laminator displays on line 2. Press ENTER.

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g. Start displays on line 2 of the LCD panel. Press ENTER to start 
the cleaning process. 

h. Insert cleaning card displays on the LCD panel. Press the 
USER button to start the cleaning cycle. 

The laminator pulls the cleaning card from the card exit slot into the laminator and moves it 
back and forth through the L1 and L2 cartridge areas, the card entry area, and the exit rollers 
several times. If the system has locks, the used card is ejected into the laminator reject tray. If 
the system does not have locks, the used card is ejected into the laminator output hopper.

7. Inspect the laminator cartridges for particles. If particles are present:

a. Retrieve the laminator cleaning card and use it to remove the particles of overlay 
material from the cartridges. 

b. If particles still remain on the cartridge and inside of the laminator, use a vacuum cleaner 
with a small plastic hose attachment to carefully remove the particles. Also clean any 
remaining particles from the output hopper.

HINTS & TIPS

 If the cleaning card is not pulled into the laminator, the card is not in the correct position. The 
cleaning card must be located under the rollers of the card exit slot inside the output hopper.

 At the end of the laminator cleaning cycle, the card can stick to the rollers in the output 
hopper. Pull on the card to remove it. 

 Discard the cleaning card after one use.

 Avoid contact with the heated roller, which contains sensitive electronic components.

 If cleaning the laminator does not solve the problem, contact your service provider for 
assistance.
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
